Town Hall

We are very much looking forward to welcoming you to this year’s international
summer intensive in Kiskunfélegyháza. We are happy to be invited back to this
lovely town with its beautiful centre, easily reachable locations, parks, a big
avenue and numerous cafes, restaurants, ice cream shops and pubs. The local
thermal bath, which is located right behind the Waldorf school, offers pools

with warm and cold water and the warm spring water (47° C) coming from 1560
m depth is used for treating rheumatism, spinal disorders and painful joints.
You can enjoy an early morning swim there between 6 - 8 am or you can have a
go at water polo or improve your swimming-style in the evenings.

Kiskunfélegyháza is located in the middle of the Great Hungarian Plain, 120
kilometres southeast from Budapest. It is in the region between the Danube and
the Tisza rivers. The main square of the town is an example of the Hungarian
Art Nouveau  from the end of the 19th century. The surrounding country is
covered with vineyards, fruit gardens, and tobacco and cornfields.
The city lies on the main road (M5 motorway) and on the rail lines
from Budapest to Szeged and is an important transport junction.

This small, charming town has many beautiful buildings, churches and squares.
The lovely main avenue running from the railway station to the centre of town
is perfect for a walk. 
The Waldorf School is going to be our home base for the week. The school is a
few minutes walk from the railway station on the main avenue. All other
locations are located just few steps away from the Waldorf School.

There are three different categories of
 
Morning Courses
 
For people who are currently not on a Bothmer Movement training we are
offering an Open Bothmer course. This course is suitable for beginners as
well as for people with experience! The course will be taught by Geni Kriston.
 
Students of the Current Trainings will be assigned to a group of mixed
nationalities and training years. This year we will work in five groups. These
groups will be led by László Baditz, Martin Baker, Susan Kelly, Anna Fehér,
Márton Szűcs, Miruna Tomescu, Claudiu Pănculescu, Vlad Pănculescu and
Eric van Wijnen. The groups will rotate during the week.
 
The Postgraduate course will continue their work with Jessie Delage,
Adrian Constantinescu and László Varga-Szemes during the week. They will
work on the following themes during the week:
 
Adrian Constantinescu: Why could Bothmer Movement play a very important
role in our time? Could this question be answered practically, through the
exercises themselves?
The qualities of the exercises undergo a transformation within the Bothmer
curriculum. We can specifically seize these various qualities and then use them
in our courses. How can we, as teachers,  develop a variety of tools and
approaches that can meet the different abilities and expectations of our course
participants, based on the exercises?
 
Jessie Delage: Why Bothmer gymnastics today?
Its role in schools for children. What motivates them?
What does it offer to adults? What current needs does it address?
A search for meaning in life, driven by the mind-body connection
We will identify and practice certain exercises that particularly illustrate these
themes, as well as certain qualities inherent within the exercises themselves.
 
László Varga-Szemes:
Why is Bothmer important for us today? How can Bothmer help us understand
life, death and resurrection within our human movement?
This summer we will attempt to focus on these themes,
question  and  investigate  them  through Bothmer exercises that can help us
experience, live through and manifest the regenerative forces present in our
human movement and around us human beings. What is the attitude and the
inner disposition  that  could be the base within us for the renewing, uplifting
and life-giving movements that can nourish and enrich our movements and our
well-being in general?

Afternoon Courses
 
You can sign up for the afternoon courses on the registration form. The
afternoon courses are held during the first session after lunch (3 - 4:30 pm).
Please be aware, that some of the courses have limited places and we will be
filling the places in the order of the arrival of the registrations. These activities
are offered as a course running from Monday to Saturday (except Thursday).
Please consider carefully which course you would like to sign up for, as this will
be your course for the whole week.
If your choice is not available on the registration form, then that course is
already full. Please choose another course and let us know in the comment-
section if you would like to get onto the waiting list for another activity.
 
You can choose from the following activities:
 
1. Eutony with Jessie Delage
 
Eutony (which means ‘right muscle tone’) promotes the release of tension
(stretching), effortless posture and greater freedom in movement, by paying
close attention to bodily sensations.
This year we will explore the value of the individual work and also of the
experiences in pairs.
We will find out how to carry someone else's weight, without tiring ourselves,
by maintaining an inner space and breathing freely, using our skeletal structure
for support. We will also look at how to receive each other ‘s support. That way,
we will explore passivity, movement, contact (in other words, all the principles
of eutony), in different ways.
For fun and as a way to revitalize.
 
Jessie Delage is a body and movement therapist and is also the main teacher of
the Bothmer training in Spain and France. She is the founder and director of
the Gerda Alexander French School of Eutony.
 
Please bring socks, warm clothes and something to lie on (blanket, mat)!
 
2.  Embodiment with Birte Kjaer
 
We will be working with movement exercises with the aim of integrating
retained infant reflexes. Slow, gentle and precise exercises lying on mats. The
core of the exercises is the rotational movement of head, neck and upper body.
Birte Kjaer is the former leading teacher of the Bothmer Training in Denmark
and she is a certified Embodiment therapist.
Please bring a blanket and two balance pads if it is possible!
You will be able to rent the balance pads on arrival for the week.  We will kindly
ask you to contribute toward the cost of these pads by paying a rental fee of € 5
/pad for the week. (Please note that the cost will be € 10 for the week, as you
need two of them!)
Maximum number of participants: 20
 
3.  Singing with Ida Nagy
 
Learning colourful songs and rhythmical games as well as finding a gentle way
to connect to yourself and the others through your singing voice is what this
course aims at.
We are going to learn easy canons, part-songs and folk songs from around the
world, which will help us grow more and more into the joy and ancient power of
singing. No previous knowledge required. We will learn step by step, and the
music will be great!
 
Ida Nagy  is a singer, Waldorf teacher, choir conductor, the music teacher of
the AntroMedicArt Academy for Doctors and Therapists. 
Her heartfelt mission is to lead more and more people to a joyful relationship
with their own voices and natural inner rhythms — a journey that leads through
the liberating experience of singing in a community. 
 
Maximum number of participants: 22
 
4. Projective Geometry with László Baditz
 
We will make constructions to experience point and periphery on the line, the
plane and in space. We will find examples of movement and counter-movement
in projective geometry. We also will have a little research on the counter-bodies
of Platonic bodies.
No previous knowledge is needed.
 
László Baditz is one of the lead teachers of the Hungarian Bothmer Training
and a Waldorf teacher.
 
Maximum number of participants: 20
 
Please bring two hard black (graphite, grade H or harder) pencils and at least
three different coloured pencils, a pair of compasses and a triangle shaped
ruler.
 
5. Mime with Csaba Méhes
 
The role of tempo and rhythm in nonverbal acting. The relationship between
space and time in movements.
 
Our emotions, mood or even our momentary intention determine the dynamics
and rhythm of our gestures and movements. In addition to the movement of the
limbs and body and the change of location and position,  other  small ( and big )
movements, like the changes of muscle-tension, facial expressions, breathing,
or even small changes of the eyes and gaze are also movements. We will
examine how the speed and intensity of these big and small movements help
acting expression and expressiveness.

Csaba Méhes is a Bothmer Postgrad, an internationally acknowledged mime
artist, drama and clowning teacher, actor, comedian and entertainer

Maximum number of participants: 22
 
6. Biography with Claudiu Pănculescu 
 
 This workshop challenges you to immerse yourself in your own biography from
an imaginative perspective: an imaginative inner pilgrimage that can bring
together the disparate aspects of the soul which, once realised, can create a new
meaningful spiritual picture. We all have a life, but not a biography: you only
have a biography if you create it, working with soul processes that have the
activity of the 'I' as their central principle.
The imaginative processes you are going through will be enhanced in their own
unique way by the paintings of Gerhard Reisch (1899-1975), which he 'captured'
from the reality of the etheric realm of the Earth, thus being very intimate.
Gerhard Reisch was a German painter, a disciple of Rudolf Steiner, who himself
had remarkable super-sensible knowledge.
 
Claudiu Pănculescu teaches on the Bothmer course in Romania. He is also a
Biography Work Trainer and member of the International Trainer's Forum.

Maximum number of participants: 25

7. Basket Weaving with Bernadett Miklós
 
To get us started and learn different techniques, our first project will be
weaving a small fence, using a tree branch as the base. We will then work on a
basket or serving dish, which will be applied onto a plywood base.

Costs of material: 15 €

Bernadett Miklós is a fine arts teacher and a professional basket weaver. She
has been making baskets for about three years. She is a Waldorf parent and has
taught basket weaving in the school. She lives on a farm, spends a lot of time in
nature and she makes her living by growing truffles.

Maximum number of participants: 12

8.  Woodcarving with Gábor Pintér

In this workshop we will make everyday items. You can choose to carve from a
wide range of wooden spoons, wooden knives or create wooden bowls with a
unique processing. For those who want challenge themselves, there is the
possibility to make a lyre.

If you want to make a lyre, please note that you will not be able to finish it
during the week.  Gábor may finish it for you and ship it to you later or you can
find a lyre maker at home, who can help you.  If you are interested in making a
lyre please let us know on the registration form, so we can order the right type
of wood!

No previous experience is necessary.

Cost of materials: about € 10 for the everyday objects, for the lyre please plan
between about €60 - € 120 depending on whether you organise strings and
tuning yourself or you would like to have the strings added, tuned and shipped
to you later

Gábor Pintér has founded the Pinter Woods Folk Crafts, a business of
handmade wooden toys and musical instruments, in 2018, where he creates a
wide range of wooden toys, developmental toys and children's harps
(Handcrafted Waldorf Lyre). He is regularly sharing his knowledge and
experience at lyre carving workshops, wood carving - camps and - classes,
which he has been teaching since he started his business. He also teaches wood
carving classes at several Waldorf schools.

Maximum number of participants: 18

9. Exploring the Nature of Water with Andy Jones
 
Water possesses remarkable capacities that appear perfectly in tune with the
needs of living organisms. The ways water forms itself in movement and ice
crystals suggest a sensitivity that reveals subtle forming principles, notably seen
in the work of Theodor Schwenk, Viktor Schauberger, Masaru Emoto, and Veda
Austin. By understanding these phenomena, we can learn to work with water to
benefit agriculture, horticulture, and healthy hydration.
 
During this workshop, we will observe water in flow using dyes and markers to
reveal the dynamics of movement and archetypal gestures. We will explore
water movements on clay surfaces using a flow table, shaping the medium
individually or collaboratively. This process will reveal water’s potential for
harmonious, dynamic, and resonant movement. By the end of the workshop,
participants will understand the principles of rhythmic movement and the
potential to create Flowforms.
 
Cost of materials: € 5
 
Andy Jones is a Landscape Architect and water explorer. Inspired by a John
Wilkes lecture (inventor of the Flowform)  in 1994, Andy began working with
Ebb and Flow Ltd. in Gloucestershire, UK. Since 1995, he has designed water
landscapes using Flowforms for ecological, therapeutic, and educational
settings. Based in the Czech Republic since 2014, he collaborates globally on
natural swimming ponds and school water projects, leading workshops for both
children and adults.
 
Maximum number of participants: 15

10. Hungarian Folk Dancing with Rita Oroszi -Pallagi and Gábor Schaáf
 
The main theme of this course will be the Széki-dance. The dances of Szék are
the most archaic, tightly structured, non-stop dances (dance order) of the
Mezőség dance tradition. The elements of the dance order are: slow, dense/fast
tempo, Hungarian (foursome) and csárdás, a mixture of slow and fast dance, in
groups, pairs and circle dances.
 
Rita Oroszi -Pallagi has been folk dancing for about 20 years.
Gábor Schaáf   has been learning and practicing folk dances of the Carpathian
Basin for almost 23 years. He is a graduate of the folk-dance department of the
Kodály Zoltán School of Music and Singing. In 2017 he received a special prize
at the 23rd National Solo Dance Competition. He currently teaches folk-
dancing in four places.
Gábor and Rita danced together in the Borvirág Dance Ensemble
 
Attire: please wear trainers (when possible, with not too sticky soles!).
For the ladies a skirt is recommended and for the gentlemen comfortable
trousers. Please wear a top, which fully covers your shoulders (no tank tops!),
bring something to drink and have a towel with you! (It is going to get hot)

How to get to Kiskunfélegyháza
 
Public transportation:
All bigger airports in Europe offer flights to Budapest (BUD). You can also
arrive to Budapest by train or coach. The best way to get to Kiskunfélegyháza
from Budapest is by train.
During daytime (between 4:00 am and 21:00 pm) there is an Intercity train,
destination Szeged, leaving every hour from Budapest (Nyugati Railway
Station), stopping at the Airport railway station (Ferihegy) and continuing to
Kiskunfélegyháza. Travel time from the airport is 1 hour and 15 minutes from
Nyugati Station about 2 hours. the Intercity trains run from Ferihegy station
between 4:53 am and 9:23 pm. The last train from Ferihegy station is at 10:23
pm, which is an express train, arriving to  Kiskunfélegyháza at midnight.

From the Airport you need to take bus 200E (5 stops, about 7-9 min travel
time) to travel to Ferihegy Station, where you can change to the train to
Kiskunfélegyháza.

Please note that you do need to buy a ticket for the bus to take you to the station
(about  € 1,20)! You can buy your ticket at the machines at the airport. You can
also purchase a ticket though the Budapest Pay & GO app:
bkk.hu/budapestpayandgo_en

The train ticket is about €8 for one way.   (Search “Ferihegy” to
Kiskunfélegyháza). The train timetables and the online purchase option for the
train ticket you find https://jegy.mav.hu/  or.   https://www.mavcsoport.hu/en

Please note that for all IC trains you need to purchase a seat reservation. Tickets
with reservation costs 3190 HUF in second class carriage.

The railway station in Kiskunfélegyháza is a few minutes walk away from the
school.

 Arriving by car:

Kiskunfélegyháza is a few minutes drive away from motorway M5. The exit to
Kiskunfélegyháza Centre is signed.

The purchase of an e-vignette for using the motorways in Hungary in
compulsory! You will get fined if you do not have a valid vignette.

The best is to buy vignette for 10 days. We strongly suggest purchasing your
sticker online in advance. You can purchase your e-vignette in advance here 

Parking is available on the main street and at the big sports hall for free.

 

Arriving from outside the Schengen Zone: please be advised that you
need to register to the EES (Entry/Exit System) before your arrival. You

Accommodation

Classroom:
Sleeping in the classrooms costs € 50 for the week (7 nights, Sunday to
Sunday) per person. For sleeping in the classroom please bring your sleeping
bag, camping mat and whatever you need for a good night sleep.  The school is
not too big, so we have only a limited number of classrooms!
If you want to book individual nights, one night is €8.
 
There is a tiny kitchen in the school, where you can make coffee or tea or a
sandwich, but it is not suitable for cooking. There is one microwave and two hot
plates for making something warm. One or two SMALL fridges will be also
available.
 
Dormitory rooms:

There is a four-story dormitory just across the street from the big gym we will
be using. The dormitory has only four-bed rooms, some with bunk beds, some
with a combination of bunk beds and single beds. There are enough showers
and toilets on each floor.

This is a dormitory, so please do not expect hotel quality! The rooms, as well as
the shower rooms, are simple, but they are clean and serve their purpose. 
Bedding will be provided, please bring your own towel!

There is also a kitchen with a gas burner stove, fridge, microwave and
dishwasher. However, if you plan to cook there, please bring your own pots and
pans, plates, cutlery and mugs.

The dormitory costs € 15 per person per night.

Rooms will be offered on first come, first served basis!

Because of the limited number of rooms and the increased interest in sleeping
in the dormitory, we cannot offer rooms for single or double occupation. We
will aim at filling up the rooms to full capacity. If you know with whom you
would like to share a room, please let us know on the registration form in the
remarks section. We will try to accommodate your wishes; however, we cannot
guarantee it!

If you would like to have a room for yourself or for your family with some more
privacy, we strongly recommend to book a room in town.

Tents and caravans:
There are a few places available for tents and caravans (we have about 7-8
places for tents and 4-5 places for RVs). These places will be given away on
first comes, first served basis! If you have a big tent, please let us know on
the registration form in the remarks section! (because of space reasons) Thank
you!
 
Cost: € 50  for the week per person (7 nights, Sunday to Sunday)
 
We recommend that you arrive on Sunday, 27 July and leave on Sunday, 03
August.
It is not possible to sleep in the school or in the dormitory before and after
these dates!
 
Bed & breakfasts, vacation homes, hotels:
There are two hotels, where you can stay as well as several houses and flats
available for short-term rent in the town and in the vicinity, so if you are
coming by car, it is worth looking around online.

Cancellations:

Cancellation is free of charge till midnight 28 June (CEST).

For cancellations from 29 June to midnight 10 July, you will be charged a
cancellation fee of 50 % of your bookings.

From 11 July on you will be required to pay in full for your bookings.

All cancellation must be in writing, please. No- show results in having to pay
for your full booking. Please note that the same rules of cancellation apply for
cash payment as well.

For non-payment of the cancellation fee your debt will be carried over to the
next summer intensive, workshop or Bothmer course you attend.

Thursday afternoon outings
We will have the Thursday afternoon (30  July) free. This is your time to
socialize, to get to know Kiskunfélegyháza a bit more, to visit towns nearby or to
have a rest.
It is worth discovering the town itself, with its beautiful architecture and
endless number of cafes and restaurants. You can also spend a relaxing
afternoon in the thermal bath with its indoor and outdoor pools.
If you want to go a bit further, then you can take a trip to Bugac, to the famous
Hungarian Puszta (Great Plain) and National Park, which is about 25 minutes
drive away.   There is plenty to do there from watching shows to visiting a
botanical garden. You can look up the programm here.
You can also experience horse riding on a farm, travel to Kecskemét or Szeged.
And  you will have the chance to try traditional Hungarian dishes at every
location.
 
You will have plenty of choices and as we get closer to the actual dates, we will
be sending you more information about the different possibilities.

Thermal Bath
 
With your Bothmer wristband, you can buy an 10x -entry pass to the thermal
bath. This 10x-entry pass is valid for morning swimming from 6 am to 9 am and
for those who want to play water polo from 7:30 pm until closing time in the
evening. This ticket can be shared between 10 people: 10 people can go in at the
same time using the pass or two people for 5 days, or any variations dividing the
ten entries.  This ticket cannot be used during the day. If you want to go after 9
am, a full-price ticket must be purchased.
In the evenings, the water polo players and those who want to improve their
swimming style can use the cold-water pool. All other pools and other services
of the bath will not be open any more.

Attending the intensive week with family,  friends
and pets
We are glad, if your family and friends accompany you for the week. All friends
and family members older than 18 are welcome to sign up for the Open
Bothmer Movement course! Please note that only those who have signed up for
the morning courses are welcome to join the sporting and games activities in
the afternoons. Accompanying teenagers, children  and spouses/partners are
kindly asked not to take part in those activities  unless specifically
invited. Thank you for your understanding! 
If you bring your child(ren), please make sure that you have an accompanying
adult who can take care of your child(ren), while you are busy or you can take
advantage of the activities for children we offer this year. Children of any age
are not invited for the morning sessions and are to be supervised at all times,
also during the evening activities!
 
Please be aware that pets are not allowed at the school grounds, in the gyms
and in the dormitory! If you are planning to bring your pet, you need to find
your own accommodation where pets are allowed and make sure your pet is
taken care of during the day.
Alternatively you can book your dog to a dog hotel, which is not far from our
location.
 

Activities for children
 
This year we are offering to those families who are arriving with children, aged
5-11 years old, children's activities for the week. These activities will take place
Monday to Wednesday and Friday and Saturday from 9:00 am till 1 pm and
from 3 pm till 6:30 pm. On Thursday and Sunday the activities will take place
only in the morning. (Thursday from 9:00- 1pm and on Sunday from 9:00-
12:00).
 
The days will be spent going on outings in the town and surrounding areas,
doing arts and crafts, musical instrument demonstrations, making music and
learning national dances together, visiting the local swimming pool, and taking
part in other fun activities depending on the weather and the composition of the
children’s group.
 
Please drop your child(ren) off at 8:50 a.m. at the entrance of the Waldorf
Kindergarten, which is right next to the Waldorf School (on the same premises,
in the neighbouring building). You can pick them up until 1:10 pm for lunch
break. On Sunday, activities will finish at around 12:00 p.m. In the afternoon,
children should be dropped off at 2:50 p.m. and picked up by 6:40 p.m.
Children are not allowed to leave the kindergarten premises without permission
during the morning and afternoon sessions!
 
Cost: €80 per child for the week (including a mid-morning snack and all
entrance fees). €70 per child if you have two children, and €65 per child for
families with three or more children. 
 
You can sign up your child for the children’s activities by registering him/her
through the registration link for children. Please make sure to register each
child separately.

Please bring a plain white T-shirt in your child’s own size. During the week, we
will paint and decorate the T-shirts together, creating a colourful and personal
keepsake that the children can take home as a memory of our shared time.

A few weeks before the intensive week begins, you will receive a more detailed
program of the week’s activities, including a list of what to bring for your
child(ren).
This activity can only be booked for the entire week. We do not offer daily
registration.
Please note that we can only offer this service if there are at least 10 children
registered for the activities
